Required
attachments:

(1) not more than 300 words describing the applicant’s academic goals and disclosing other sources of
funding,

(2) a dissertation abstract of not more than 300 words outlining the central arguments in the
dissertation,

(3) a dissertation prospectus of not more than 3000 words outlining the dissertation in greater detail and
explaining its significance,

(4) a dissertation plan of no more than 300 words that indicates what has been written and that sets out
a timeline for completion,

(5) a curriculum vitae

(6) a complete set of unofficial graduate school transcripts,

(7) a writing sample in English, of up to 5000 words (total, including notes and references; not
necessarily from the dissertation).

Arrange to have sent under separate cover: (1) two letters of reference, including at least one from a
scholar who is both a member of your supervisory committee and a member of the ASA, (2) a letter on
institutional stationery signed by the director of graduate studies, head of department, or dean to certify
completion of all pre-dissertation requirements for the doctorate, including approval of the dissertation
prospectus and “ABD” status, and (3) a letter on institutional stationery signed by an administrator with
authority to guarantee that if the institution assesses more than $5,000 in tuition and fees during the
dissertation year, the institution will provide or waive the entire excess over $5,000.

You should demonstrate that you will complete your dissertation according to plan and that your
dissertation has the potential to make an outstanding contribution to scholarship in aesthetics.

Applications are disqualified if they are incomplete, late, or exceed word limits. Applications are
adjudicated by the ASA’s Dissertation Fellowships Committee, which represents diverse traditions and
approaches in the field. The Committee’s decision is final. The Committee may decide not to
recommend any candidate for a fellowship.
