9 Reasons to Join  ISAPN
1. Legislative Advocacy and Political Influence

When the state legislature is in session, and even when it is not, ISAPN’s lobbyists are working on your behalf with legislators, the Governor’s office and with the state regulatory agency leaders and staff to further the impact of advanced practice nursing.  The ISAPN lobby team is led by a nurse with real clinical nursing experience.  ISAPN empowers members to personally lobby legislators on behalf of initiatives impacting the profession and their patients.

2. Networking

Members can participate in regional meetings in any area.  Each region hosts events featuring educational programs, ISAPN business and opportunities to network with other APNs.  Most of these regional meetings are free.  The ISAPN website offers other opportunities to network with members, such as forums, messaging and blogs.

3. Educational Opportunities

ISAPN offers CE opportunities several times per year on clinical topics of interest.  These opportunities range from 1-day seminars to our annual 3-day conference in the fall.

4. Communications

As an ISAPN member, you will always be kept informed via:

· Legislative client alerts with highlights of legislative activity during session

· Grassroots legislative alerts regarding action needed by members to affect potential legislation

· Monthly membership updates sent via email

5. Volunteer Opportunities

Members are encouraged to get involved with one of the many committees that comprise the organization.  Time commitments vary and are flexible based on the participant’s needs.

6. Practice Issues Response Team (PIRT)

Members are invited to send questions about any APN issues to ISAPN member experts who comprise PIRT.  These experts respond directly to the member and post commonly asked questions on the website.

7. Mentors

New grads and APNs who are new to Illinois are invited to request assistance from an ISAPN mentor.  Mentors answer questions and locate necessary resources for those beginning their practice.

8. Preceptors

Many members have agreed to be preceptors.  Students needing a preceptor may search the member database for APNs in their area who are willing to precept.
