METRO PREP MINUTES
September 13, 2012

Meeting called to order by Dariene Missler and turned over to Timi Bailey, Anoka County, Co-chair.
Intreductions were made.
Minutes of the June 7, 2012 meeting were approved.

*ERERC update. 20 counties are full use ECREV counties. (See attached map) The counties are unable to
e-record a deed with a well cert or a Torrens doc that would go on multiple certs because they are
unable to change the fee of $46.00.

*The MN Bar Assn is looking at some changes to the “Certificate of Trust” and some technical changes to
the TODD. Medical Assistance Liens are also being looked at. MS 508.12 may have same changes to
eliminate the continued exceptions.

*MLTA is having a legislative meeting later this month. Bonding will continue to be an issue. Statutes
regarding manufactured homes were fixed last year, but didn’t do what was expected. Question
remains “Is it real estate or not”? MLTA will be having a joint meeting soon with the Realtor Assn and
will encourage them to attend our PREP meetings.

*MCRA legislative committee will be meeting in 2 weeks and they don’t plan on anything aggressive.

*Hennepin Co. is suing Fannie Mae and Freddie Mac on their exempt status regarding State Deed Tax.
Hennepin Co. estimates they should have paid $5 million in SDT over the last 7 years in their county
alone. It will take a lot of county staff time to figure lost dollar amounts for the lawsuit.

*Effective 1/1/13 Hennepin and Ramsey Counties will be lowering their SDT and MRT amounts to match
the rest of the counties.

*Cyndy, Washington County, reported they went LIVE with RecordEASE the middle of June. Hennepin
also has this system and Ramsey is looking forward to in the 2" quarter 2013. Cindy also reported that
when they go live with e-recording their system will be interactive with the Manatron tax program.
Hennepin Co. is making some enhancement to their website. Anoka Co. will be converting all of their
images to they will be available on their web searches.

*Ramsey Co. reports all their staff is cross-training.

*Dakota Co. reports their website has a page called “Tax Facts” and it can email you the tax information
