
When applying to be Credentialed as a play 
therapist, you submit documentation of education, 
experience, and supervision specific to play 
therapy.

When applying for Membership you are joining a 
professional association dedicated to the growth 
and advancement of play therapy. 

Licensed mental health professionals that meet the 
Credentialing Standards may submit an application.  

Apply to join online anytime at www.a4pt.org.

Renewal of credential is required annually (with the 
option to renew for 3-years) and CE is required 
every 3 years.

Renewal of membership is required annually.
