The Flowering Plant: Cannabis - one of the most ancient
cultivated non-food and food crops

Indigenous to Central and South Asia - over 6000+
years ago

2 Main Cannabis Species oC. Sativa and C. Indica plus
hybrids made with a 3 " species, C. Ruderalis.

Hemp or Industrial H emp is a variety of the C. Sativa
plant grown specifically for uses in  industry

One of the fast growing plants that is self sustaining -
does not usually require fertilizer.
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T ypes Of Weed
SATIVA

Cannabis Sativa Sativa is characterized by
leaflets that are more narrow, branches
that are farther apart, and coloration that
tends more foward spring green, Satfiva
Saliva planis tend to be taller and produce
fewer flowers.

INDICA

Cannabis Sativa Indica is characterized by
broad ledflets thal ofier overlap, branches
thal are closer together, and coloralion thai
tends more toward deep olive green. Safiva
Indica plants tend fo be shorter and
bushler, producing fuller, denser flower
buds.

RUDERALIS

Cannabis Ruderdalis is characlerized by
varied ledflels in the malure leaves, a shorler
stature and generally small size. This
subspecies is used o create S. Saliva or S.
Indica hvbrids with select desired fraits.

Insulation, mulch, animal
bedding and litter.
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- (Industrlal) Hemp flbers from C. Satlva plant
Hemp fibers can used alone (the feel of linen) or with other
organic fibers such as flax, cotton or silk to make textiles
such as woven fabrics.
Has been often used to make sail canvas for ships
