Bear Wants More by Karma Wilson

When spring comes, Bear wakes up very hungry and is treated to great food by his friends.

Dot and Dash Eat Their Dinner by Emma Dodd
Dot the dog and Dash the cat are having dinner, but picky Dash only wants to eat pink food.

Eats by Marthe Jocelyn

Pictures and basic text present animals and what they eat, including anteaters and ants, giraffes and leaves, and whales and squid.

Growing Vegetable Soup by Lois Ehlert

A father and child grow vegetables and then make them into a soup.

I Can Eat a Rainbow by Annabel Karmel

Offering a fun look at healthy fruits and vegetables, this book teaches young readers how to eat healthy by enjoying a rainbow of food, from purple plums to red apples to green spinach.

It’s Harvest Time! By Jean McElroy

Invites young readers to guess which fruits or vegetables will emerge from a variety of seeds depicted on a series of fold-out flaps that show them as they take root in the soil, sprout from the ground, and, finally, become healthy foods.

Julius’s Candy Corn by Kevin Henkes

Julius is so impatient for his Halloween party to begin, that he counts and eats the candy corn on top of the cupcakes.

My Foodie ABC by Puck

A delightful educational tool that stresses the importance of having a healthy relationship with food, this board book teaches the letters of the alphabet to tots and other gastronomes in training. Illustrations highlight terms such as Kobe beef, pomegranate, ice cream, and farmer's market.
The Very Hungry Caterpillar by Eric Carle

Follows the progress of a hungry little caterpillar as he eats his way through a varied and very large quantity of food until, full at last, he forms a cocoon around himself and goes to sleep. Die-cut pages illustrate what the caterpillar ate on successive days.

Yum Yum Baby Bundt by Jamie Harper

"Take one hungry baby, add slippery noodles, messy sauce, and fruit (plus one very helpful big sister), and stir up some finger-lickin' fun.”

Yum Yum Dim Sum by Amy Wilson Sanger

Easy-to-read rhyming text introduces children to the varied Chinese foods called "dim sum," which means a little bit of heart.
