He has provided 
industry insight to two major California legislative bills, AB1131 (2019-2020) and SB 1254 
(2017-2018). He is a founding member of the Pediatric Pharmacy Group, which serves as a 
network of pediatric and neonatal care pharmacists in Southern California. Dr. Kudo has gone 
above and beyond in volunteerism as a huge supporter and contributor statewide and 
regionally for the Affiliate Chapter of San Gabriel Valley.
