BEGINNING THE NEW TRIENNIUM + HOMECOMING TO

RESURRECTION

January 1995 marked the beginning of a brand new national council of our Order,
and for me, the conclusion of a seemingly endless time of waiting and anticipation praying,

studying, nail-biting and pondering until that day came, at last, when our council meeting

began at the lakeside setting of Canterbury Conference Center near Orlando, Rorida. It
was a joyful reunion to meet as sisters of the new National chapter. How strongly I sense
that each woman there so strong in diverse talents and gifts, have been called by God to
their respective responsibilities and tasks at this particular period of time in the ongoing
life of our Order.

The full council meetings and separate committee meetings were orchestrated in midst
of daily morning, noon and evening worship. As we planned and sought the direction God
would have us take, in instances where there might not be a total agreement on an issue, Laurie Ann Herman
we simply stopped to pray and come back together to resolve questions to the point of
consensus by all. The thought that kept coming to mind was "the Order that FORMS together will be empowered to
TRANSFORM together!"

A special highlight was an evening we called "Commimity Night." We were joined by Daughters of several chapters
in the surrounding Orlando area, along with their clergy/chaplains. They arrived with gifts of desserts and treats. Following
sharing and hospitality, they remained for our evening Eucharist. Many of these women (and their husbands) had served
as our airport greeting, escort driver committee to and from the airport, a gift of service for which we are deeply grateful!

Much more is forthcoming in future Royal Cross issues, but among the items covered were: Praying daily for
the Episcopal Church center; praying for the committee for the nomination of the next Presiding Bishop; support of
ongoing and new ministries of the Self Denial Fund; support of 40 women with Master Fund scholarships and making
video tapes available for use by all chapters.

As part of our hopes to include as many of our past leaders and national officers in our ongoing work, we were
blessed with the presence and participation of past national president Whitty Bohmer who served as facilitator, counselor
and lay-chaplain. I urge all of you who have past national council members in your area to include them as possible
speakers and certainly, the present council in your nearby locale would be delighted by an invitation to serve as meditation
leaders, speakers or conductors of workshops. Your province presidents have met together to share joys and concerns
and have come up with many solutions to some very similar situations your own chapter may be facing. Please be
in touch with them, for they are pledged to serve you in every way possible.

Following our meeting, I returned to Michigan to prepare for a trip to New York City. In all my twenty-six plus
years as a Daughter of the King, nothing could have prepared me for my first ever visit to the church where our Order
first took life and form. The main purpose of my visit was to present a plaque to the Church of the Resurrection in
loving appreciation to that church and its congregation for sharing with the world the work of Margaret Franklin, our
founder and first president. God surely planned the whole thing, for not only was I able to be present for the 11 a.m.
Choral Eucharist, but I was invited to remain for coffee and the annual church meeting ... an opportunity given to
me to share with whole congregation about prayers for them.

I will never forget the sense of holy awe I felt kneeling there. Gazing above the carved stone altar, I beheld that
most moving scene of the reredos depicting Mary Magdalene's meeting with the risen Lord outside the Holy Sepulchre.
From Resurrection's book of history "but the little church's most precious treasure cannot be seen or heard or handled
... that treasure is the aura of holiness, perceived at once by every sensitive visitor, the sense that this is indeed THE
GATE OF HEAVEN. Our Lord is here, in the blessed sacrament reserved, and an echo of all the prayers all the faithful
who have prayed here in a hundred years lingers on in His presence." Just contemplate those words ... "an echo of
all the prayers of all the faithful ... lingering on in His Presence" and think how far those prayers have come in our
Daughters' history to this day! As hard as I could squeeze my eyes and picture each one of you with me, I realized
in my heart through our corporate prayer communion, I DID hold you there in my thanksgivings for our Order.

The congregation graciously and warmly received my words on behalf of us all in presenting the plaque and the
rector, the Rev. Allan Warren expressed great appreciation for the prayers of Daughters everywhere for that church
and its work and hoped - for growth.
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
