A local agency may be penalized during project evaluation for poor
performance in:

1) The execution of previous OSLAD projects; or

2) Responding to IDNR requests for necessary application information; or

3) Ability to maintain existing recreation/public facilities; or

4) Providing required post-completion compliance certification information regarding

prior grant projects.

Applications for funding assistance will NOT be considered by
the Department if:

1) An unresolved program violation exists relative to a previous grant project; or

2) The local applicant has failed to provide local recreation facilities information as  requested

by the Department for the lllinois Recreation Facilities Inventory {IRFI).
