HB 5923 Health Care license Recliprocity

A Bill introduced this week and has moved to the Health Policy Committee

A A person who has a healthcare license in Canada who meets the education
requirements in Michigan would be eligible for licensure

A Was in place from 2006 to 2012
A Still need to apply to the state

A Pass the appropriate exams




Blast from the Past!

Healthcare Liability Bill in the House Judiciary Committee (HB 6159)
A Exact same language as the vetoed bill

A Debate is shaping up to be very similar to the last go around |§

COVID Positive Residents in Nursing Homes

A Bill was introduced yesterday

A In Senate Health Policy

A Similar to last bill but would allow for positive patients to go to Nursing Homes
who demonstrate an ability to separate COVID positive individuals from non
positive individuals

AThis exception is to allow for care in a regional HUB model.



HB 4098 Medication Aide Bill

Still in the works

A In the House Health Policy Committee

Allow for the use of Medication Aides in SNFs

A Creates a Train the Trainer Model to train the aids

Allow for the administration ofregularly scheduled medications to residents

A Aides must be supervised by registered professional nurse or licensed practical nulisense

Aides Cannot Administer
A Injectable Medications
A Controlled Substances

lll.  Demonstratesto the department that he or she holds a current registration to engage
In practice as a nurse aide in a nursing home or skilled nursing facility

A Hasworked as a nurse aide for at least 2,000 hours during thger period immediately
preceding the date of his or her application.

V. Successfullycompleted a medication aide training program and a competency
examination
