Consular ID Card (Matrícula Consular)
Background

Å In 2002 , the Mexican Government creates the actual format
Consular ID card, and the Mexican consulates in the U.S.
started to issue it in the same year .

Å In 2006 , the Consular ID card improves its security measures,
including biometrics, as well as decoded information of the
bearer using bi -dimensional code bars and other methods
according to international standards



Å Since 2013, the Ministry started a development program to
create a new format of the Consular ID Card, improving its
high standards of security measures, but keeping the
possibility of being issued in our consulates in a fast and
efficient way

Å After a long process, in the first half of 2014, the
Mexican Ministry of Foreign Affairs presented
the new Consular ID card .

Å This new document was developed entirely by
the Mexican Government ; from the software to
the supplies, everything is handled mainly by
Mexican government agencies .

4. $27.00 USD
