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US MERS Cases Cause Concern for District's Physician Community

Middle East Respiratory Syndrome Coronavirus (MERS-CoV) Hospital/Physician

From the DC Department of Health's May 15, 2014 Hospital/Physician Advisory

On May 2 and May 11, 2014, the first two cases of MERS were confirmed in the US. To date, there
have been no confirmed cases of MERS in the District. While there is no broad risk to the public, the DC
Department of Health (DOH) is taking the necessary steps to ensure the safety of the visitors and
residents of the District. As part of standard public health practices, the DOH, in coordination with local
and federal partners, has started enhanced surveillance. Additionally, DOH will continue to
communicate with and provide updated information to healthcare providers through advisories and
webinars. Read more in the DOH's complete advisory.

The Medical Society has met with Joxel Garcia, MD, the Director of the DC Department of Health, to
discuss the public health risk posed by the recent MERS cases. MSDC will advise members of DOH
webinars and further developments as they become available.
