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Physician Tax Fraud Update

Earlier this year, the Medical Society of the District of Columbia
reported on a Federal income tax return fraud targeting
physicians. Not only has the scam already impacted at least 50
District area physicians, but MSDC continues to hear from
physicians who have been impacted by this scam. Reports
indicate that more than 1,000 physicians nationwide have been
victimized.

MSDC is continuing communications with local and federal
authorities on this issue. The U.S. Secret Service is actively
working this case and continuing to pursue leads, though the
source of the breach is still not clear. In addition, MSDC has
communicated with the District of Columbia Office of Tax &
Revenue. Ms. Antwyonette Hines is the criminal investigator
overseeing this case in the District. Physicians who believe they
are victims of this scam may contact Ms. Hines at the 202 442-
7123 or antwyonette.hines@dc.gov.

Last week, in response to mounting physician frustration with

the Open Payments System registration process, MSDC, the AMA

and more than 100 medical societies signed
onto a letter that asked for a 6 month delay in
the public release of the Open Payments data.
This was soon followed by the discovery of
reporting errors that led Medicare to take the
Open Payments System offline. CMS has not yet specified a new
launch date.
