Doctors Face New Security Threats 
FBI Warns Healthcare Industry of Targeted Attacks
   The FBI recently issued an alert to healthcare businesses that
hackers are actively targeting the industry. According to
Reuters, the alert stated that "the FBI has observed malicious
actors targeting health care related systems, perhaps for the
purpose of obtaining Protected Healthcare Information (PHI)
and/or Personally Identifiable Information(PII).''  Tina Reed of
the Washington Business Journal, reported on the reasons that
health care data is such a security risk, and what practices can
do about it. 
Physician Tax Fraud 
   Earlier this year, the Medical Society of the District of
Columbia reported on a Federal income tax return fraud
targeting physicians.  The source of this breach has not been
confirmed, but MSDC is continuing communications with local
and federal authorities on this issue. The US Secret Service is
actively working this case and continuing to pursue leads and
the District of Columbia Office of Tax & Revenue is continuing to
investigate the breach.

inaccuracies with the data in their reports, according to survey
findings released on August 28.

Chikungunya,
transmitted primarily through mosquito bite, is not a nationally
notifiable disease in the United States, but as of August 26,
2014, a total of 696 chikungunya virus disease cases had been
reported to ArboNET, as reported on Medscape. The DC
Department of Health has reporting information available for
physicians and the CDC has issued resources for healthcare
providers on treatment and clinical management of the disease.
