LAW SCHOOL LIBRARIES AND THE END OF AUTONOMY

In 2004 | wrote in Leaky Boundaries and the Decline of the Autonomous
Law Library, 96 LAW LIBR. J. 387 (2004), that the dominant model of
law library autonomy was neither securely rooted in the ABA standards
nor “as central to law schools as law librarians would like to believe.”
For a long time | hoped to write a follow up that would provide “a
better reasoned understanding of, and a more plausible justification for,
the relative autonomy of law libraries.”

But crisis, like time and tide, waits for no one. The dual crises facing le-
gal education—the economic crisis affecting both the job market and
the pool of law school applicants, and the crisis of confidence in the
ability of law schools and the ABA accreditation process to meet the
needs of lawyers or society at large—have further undermined the case
for not only the autonomy, but the very existence, of law school librar-
ies as we have known them.

Legal education in the United States is about to undergo a long-term
contraction, and law libraries will be among the first to go.



Some law schools will abandon the traditional law library completely—
some already have. Most law schools will see their libraries whittled
away bit by bit as they attempt to answer “the Yirka Question” in the
face of shrinking resources, reexamined priorities, and university central-
ization.

Preserving America's Legal Materials in Print
A joint project of LPA and NELLCO
Librarians across the country are exploring models for the retention of and
persistent access to print materials in an increasingly digital world. A num-
ber of different print archiving projects are currently underway, and include
both centralized and distributed models.

PALMPrint, launching in 2013 following several years of exploration, re-
search and listening, is a law-centered, jointly-owned, print retention pilot.
The materials will be centrally housed at the W.B. Meyer Library Storage fa-
cility in Windsor, CT.

NELLCO and LIPA hope PALMPrint will serve as a model for collaborative
print retention, allowing libraries to make different decisions about library
space at the local level. In this way, libraries can continue to be responsive
to the changing needs of their users secure in the knowledge that primary
print materials are within reach, and under the stewardship of the collabo-
rative.
