2020 PNWA NANGY PEARL BOOK AWARD

PNWA’s Nancy Pearl Book Award is a literary contest designed to recognize published works
by PNWA members. Books published in 2019 can be submitted for consideration. Winners will
be announced at the 2020 PNWA Conference September 24-27, will receive $1,000 in cash
prizes, and one month of promotional advertising through PNWA and Author magazine.

In 2004, Nancy Pearl won the Women’s National Book Association Award for her contribution to the world of
books. The former Executive Director of the Washington Center for the Book, Nancy celebrates the written word
by speaking at bookstores and libraries across the country and on her monthly television program Book Lust with
Nancy Pearl on the Seattle Channel. She is a reqular on National Public Radio’s “Morning Edition” and NPR affili-
ate stations KUOW in Seattle and KWGS in Tulsa. She has a Librarian Action Figure modeled in her likeness, and
bestselling books that include, Book Lust, and Book Crush: For Kids and Teens. The New York Times calls Nancy
Pearl “the talk of librarian circles.” For these reasons, we dedicate our contest to Nancy Pearl.

Both traditional and self-published books will compete in this category.

* Title must be an original work with an original copyright date
of 2019.If the publication and copyright dates differ, PNWA
will use the copyright date.

* Titles must be provided in the standard print format pro-
duced by the publisher.

* Titles must be minimum of 40,000 words.There is no maxi-
mum word length.

* English language editions only.

Category 3: BEST BOOK, Memoir.
Both traditional and self-published books will compete in this category.

* Both traditional and self-published books will compete in this
category.

* Title must be an original work with an original copyright date
of 2019.If the publication and copyright date differ, PNWA
will use copyright date.

* Titles must be provided in standard print format produced by
the publisher.

* Titles must be minimum of 40,000 words. There is no maxi-
mum word length.

* English language editions only.

2. Complete entries must be POSTMARKED BY MARCH 27,
2020.

3. Accepted entries will be based on: full contest rules compli-
ance, 2019 copyright date, and number of entries per cat-
egory. (Minimum of 20 entries. In the event a category does not
reach its minimum it will not be included and your entry fee will be
refunded.)

4. You may enter more than one category but you MAY NOT
enter the same title into more than one category.

5. You may enter multiple titles into the same category but each
title can only be submitted one time and in one category.

6. ENTER EARLY.We have a limited number of books
that we can review. Once that limit is reached, the
contest will be closed.
