1. Opening

In his capacity &s out-golng President, Dr. Upton called the meeting to
order around 12.00 noon and welcomed the council members and delegates.
The participants agreed on the following agenda:

- approval of minutes of the last meeting of the General Assembly:

- raport on the financilal status of the IARR;
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- discussicn on payment of membership fes in another currency:

- provisional budget for 1987-1991;

- mnominations for eslection of new officers and councillors;

- welection of new officers and councillors

= informaticn on the 9th ICRR and possible intentions for the 10th ICRR:
= miscellanesous.

2. Minutes of last mecting of the General Assembly

The last meeting of the General Assembly was held on July T, 1983 at the
RAI Congress Centre at Mmsterdam. The secretary-treasurer asked the par-
ticipantz to introduce in the list of particlipante, on the first page of
the minutes, the name of Prof. Gunnar bhnstrém as the delegate for the
Swedish Radickiological Scciety. After this addition the minutes, produced
by Dr. Duplan, were approved.

3. Financial status of the IARR

At the beginning of the meeting, the secretary-treasurer distributed the
summary statement on the IARR finances over the pericd 1 Jamuary 19383 ko
31 December 1986 {(see addendum 1).

The president informed the Rssembly that a finance committes had been
elected from the council during the 1935 interim council meeting, consis-
ting of Prof. Hagen (chairman), Prof. Tancoka and Dr. Michael. Thiz com-
mittee gubmitted the following report:

"on March 1987, each member of the committes cbtained from the Secretary-
Treasurer of the IARR; Dr. J.J. Broerse a list of receipt and expenditures
covering the years 1983, 1384, I985 and 1936, including copies of the
bankstatepents of the account.

Every individual receipt and expenditure could be certified on the bank-
statemont. In our opinion, the account was handled with care; to consis-
tently accrue the highest poesible interest and minimal bank charges,
parts of the money were transferred to fixed accounts, in guilders as well
as in US-dollars. Thus, all items are correct and in order and the finance
committee would propose to the IAER to accept the treasurer's report.”

The summary statement and the finances over the periocd 1983-1987 and the
report of the finance committee were unanimously accepted by the assembly.
The sgecretary-treasurer was discharged for the respongibilities over the
past period and his efforts were acknowledged.

4. Payment of membership fee in another currency

The secretary-treasurer explained that the annual income from fees of the
national or regional societies expressed in Dutch guilders has decreased
dus to the devaluation of the dollar. Measures should be taken either by
transferring the payment of the fee in another currency (e.g. Dutch guil-
ders or German marks) or by an increase of the membership fee. This pro-
blem has to be considered by the new council, in consultation with the
member socisties.

5. Provisional budget for 1987-1991

The secretary-treasurer distributed copies of the provisiomal budget for
the coming four year pericd (see addendum 2). The budget does not allow
the initiation of additional activities. Pending on future actions of the
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new council, the provisionzl budget was accepted.

&. Nominations for election of new officers and councillors

A nominating committes consisting of Drs. Hall (chalrman}), Imamurd, Fow-
ler, puintilianl and Skarsgard, had proposed a list of candidates for the
new L[AER council.

The secretary-treasurer informed the assembly that he receiwved on July 21
further nomipations in writing. On behalf of the Japanese Bssociation for
Radiation Research, Drs. Tancoka and Kumatori nominated Dr. 5. Okada far
chemiatry. On behalf of the European Society for Radiation Biology Drs.
Goitiear and Mai=zin nominated Dr. L.S. Sztanyik for a pest of councillor at
large. These nominatiohs were made 1n accordance with the constitution.
The original list of nominees for the positions of councillors at large
was not subdivided for the categories I to IITI. Although the constitution
does not cowver this item, it was decided to distribute the names of the
candidates by random choice over the three categories. This procedures had
also been adopted for the elections for the councll which took place at
Tokyo and Amsterdam. This has resulted in the following list of candida-
t=g:

He informed the General Assembly that decislons had not yeot been taken on
the names of councillors representing the Chine Committee for Radiation
Research, the Joint Italian Group and the Swedlsh Radicbiclogical Society.
He urged the delegates acting on behalf of these societies to send him the
namas in the coming months.

8. Organization of the 9th ICRR (1991) and plans for the 10th ICRR (1995)

Cn behzlf of the ocrganizing committee Dr. R.P. Hill reported on the prepa-
raticns for the 9th ICRR which will be held at Toronto, Canada from 7-12
July 1991, The first announcement for the congress was already available
at Edinburgh. Further details will be dispatched in the middle of 198%.
Hill stated that the ocrganizers will put specific attention to the availa-
bility of cheap accommodation.

The secretary-treasurer informed the general assembly that a well-prepared
cffer has been received from our German colleagues for 1995, In connection
with the 100-vear anniversary of the discovery of Y-rays, the joint German
Group have extended the invitation to the IARR to organize the 10th ICRR
in 1995 in Wirzburg. He also mentioned that he received on July 20 a let-
ter of intend from Dr. Sztanyik. The Hungarian Aesociation of Scientific
Studies in cooperation with the Frédéric Jollot-Curie Hational Institute
for Radicbiology and Radichygiene would be plessed to host ome of the
forthcoming congresses of the IARE 1n Budapest, Hungary. The decision on
the wenue for the 10th ICRR will be made during the 1989 interim council
meating.

9. Appointment in office of the new Council

Dr Upton exposed his appreciation to the President-elect, Dr. Adams, the
Secreatary-Treasurer and Lhe councilleors for their support and cooperation
during the past few years. He officially delegeted the presidency to Dr.
Adams and wished him and the new council every success in the near future.
The meeting was officially closed by the new President arcund 14 hr.
