UNDERGRADUATE RESEARCH OR INFORMATION

Undergraduate students studying grape and wine industry-related fields from any Washington post-
secondary institution are welcome to apply to present their undergraduate research projects and/or findings.
Undergraduate applicants can elect to have their poster judged, if desired.

GRADUATE RESEARCH

Graduate students studying grape and wine industry-related fields from any Washington post-secondary
institution are welcome to apply to present their graduate research projects. Graduate students have the
option to present their research as a poster or in a 10-15-minute oral presentation during the Poster Session.
Graduate applicants can elect to have their poster judged, if desired.

PROFESSIONAL RESEARCH
Professionals in the grape and wine industry are invited to present their research as a poster. Professional
applicants can elect to have their poster judged, if desired.

*POSTERS FROM FOR-PROFIT VENTURES ARE NOT ELIGIBLE.

POSTER & ORAL PRESENTAITON CONTENT EXPECTATIONS

Successful posters and presentations convey technical details while attracting the attention of attendees.
The goal is to develop content which encourages and facilitates small groups of individuals to gather and
learn or interact for mutual benefits.

Your content must be industry relevant and provide research and/or information about one or more of the
following:

1 Current viticulture research and trends 1 Extension or educational outreach
1 Current enology research and trends 1 Educational class projects
1 Current research projects funded through the 1 Technology transfer

Washington State Grape and Wine Research

Program 1 Tax and/or assessment-funded industry support

1 Current wine marketing or promotion research and
trends
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REFEREED POSTER SUBMITTAL RULES & DEADLINES

While not a requirement, interested poster authors may submit their poster for judging. There are three
categories for judging: Undergraduate, Graduate, and Professional. Authors who wish to have their poster
judged by a panel of industry experts have two important deadlines to meet:

1) You must indicate on your application (Due: Friday, December 21, 2018 by 5:00pm PST) that you wish to
have your poster judged. Late submittals will not be accepted.

2) You must also submit a PDF of the actual poster via email to rachel@wawinegrowers.org by Friday,
January 18, 2019 by 5:00pm PST. Late submittals will disqualify your entry from judging.

Both deadlines must be met to be considered for judging.

Poster judges will be evaluating poster for logical flow, ease of reading, industry relevance and aesthetics.
Judging will occur in the weeks prior to the Convention as well as onsite the day of the Poster Session.

Winners will be announced at 1:00pm on Tuesday, February 12, 2019 and prizes will be awarded at this time.

GRADUATE STUDENT ORAL PRESENTATION GUIDELINES

Graduate students have the opportunity to present their research and findings during a 10-15 minute
presentation. This opportunity is open only to graduate students from all Washington state post-secondary
schools.

1 Graduate oral presenters are allowed to use a PowerPoint during their presentation. Audio Visual
equipment (laptop, projector and screen) will be provided. Any presenter who wishes to use a PowerPoint
is required to submit their presentation to rachel@wawinegrowers.org by Friday, January 18 at 5:00pm.
Late submittals will not be accepted. Presenters are encouraged to bring a digital copy on a USB the day
of the presentation. For additional PowerPoint guidelines or suggestions, please email Rachel.

1 Oral presentations will take place during the Poster Session on Tuesday, February 12 between 11:00am
and 1:00pm.

9 All oral presenters are required to check in at the Convention registration kiosk by 10:30am and be
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
